The Department of Environment (DOE), Government of Nunavut has reviewed the Spill Contingency Plan & Abandonment Reclamation Plan for the Brodeur Project, Kennecott Canada Exploration Inc., Nunavut. This report was submitted to the NWB under Kennecott Canada Exploration Inc. current water license, Part G.
Spill Contingency Plan:

1) The proponent should provide a site map showing the location of buildings, spill response equipment, spill clean-up materials, and location of project (UTM Co-ordinates). 

2) The proponent must provide more information on the training and orientation that the employees will receive prior to or on arrival to the site.

Abandonment Reclamation Plan:

The proponent should follow the TPH (Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons) guidelines when remedying the contaminated areas. The values for the TPH can be found in the Contaminated Sites Remediation guidelines for Nunavut.
