    Executive Summary
Stornoway Ventures is planning a regional till sampling program in its claim holdings in the Coronation gulf area of Nunavut. This regional program is hoped to commence in June 2002, and run to September 2002.

The area has seen some previous till sampling work by both government and industry with respect to diamond exploration. Most of that previous work was done in the early to mid 1990’s. With recent discoveries of diamond bearing deposits in the area Stornoway believes that such deposits may occur within their respective landholdings.

This proposed exploration program has been designed to be primarily a till sampling program with a small crew and light helicopter support. All work will be conducted on foot, with the helicopter providing transport from the camp to the area of work, and acting as an emergency safety vehicle.

This sampling program will consist of a crew of four samplers, one cook and one pilot.

As data is collected there may be from time to time a need to conduct surficial geophysical surveys. This would involve the establishment of a temporary grid, with removable wooden markers and a person taking magnetic readings on foot with a small magnetic data reader.

Should the data collected by the ground geophysical survey be positive, drilling with a small, portable drill rig may be necessary. If this is conducted, all operations will be in compliance with all respective operating guidelines, and upon completion the site will be minimally impacted.

Three small temporary camps are proposed, all of which are located on crown lands and nearby lakes suitable for float equipped planes. These camps will be designed to have the least possible impact on all aspects of the environment. At the end of each temporary camp, all camp materials, fuel drums and garbage will be removed. Once clean up is complete, there will be no remaining evidence of the camp.
