Abandonment and Restoration Plan

Upon completion of the Land Use Operation on the Coronation gulf area claims, (NTS 86/O/P) the following steps and procedures will be followed to allow proper abandonment and reclamation of the area:

1. Gray water sumps and sewage pits at the camp will be back-filled.

2. All remaining garbage will be incinerated in a burn barrel.

3. All wood (tent floors, frames etc.) will be burned. The coals and ash will be raked for non-combustible items (i.e. nails etc) which will be collected and removed from the site. The remaining coals will be buried.

4. All camping materials, fuel drums, and unburnable waste (if applicable) will be removed from the site.

5. If the crew members discover waste of any type left behind by others, every effort will be made to remove it from the area and have it disposed of in an acceptable manner.

6. A last inspection will ensure that there is no remaining material at the site and that there is little/no evidence for Stornoway’s land use activity.
