Thank you very much for the opportunity to present our company and project to the KIA council during the AGM last week.
 
We will endeavour to keep the KIA consulted as we move forward in exploring the Ferguson Lake Project.   In the shorter term, we have taken away from the meeting the four specific items mentioned to be checked and followed up by us.
· Keeping the hamlet of Arviat informed and consulted beforehand as to the timing and procedures for the overland transportation and removal of remediated material, scrap metal and used barrels by snow-cat train during the winter of 2013-14 from the Ferguson Lake Camp. 

· Location of the quarry at Ferguson Lake camp with respect to the possibility of disturbance of nearby sensitive archaeological sites. 

· Concerns about request for diamond drilling during the period of caribou migration between May 15 and July 15. 

· Inclusion of the hamlet of Chesterfield Inlet with villages when conducting local consulting visits with respect to the Ferguson lake Project.
