- in June 2009 a request to transfer license 2BEGO00210 was submitted by Dundee Precious Metsl to
Sabina; prior to completing that transfer all fees would have been required to ensure the licence was in
good standing. It is assumed that Dundee ensured that the license was in good standing and all reports
and fees paid to end of March 2010.

- in Dec 2009, a new application was submitted that included the $30 water use fees. This licence
(2BEGO01015) was issued in March 2010; these fees were required before the license would be issued
and | would assume that the payment was for the April 2010 to March 2011 period.

- the 2009 annual report was submitted in March 2010, but no water use payment was submitted.

- the 2010 annual report was submitted in March 2011 with a $30 annual water use fee; this would
have been for the April 2011 to March 2012 period

- in Sept 2011, NWB released new water use calculation to be used for future payments.

- the 2011 annual report was submitted in March 2012 with water use fees totalling $1084 using the
new calculation template; this payment would be for the April 2012 to Mar 2013 period.
