One of the drums came loose and fell onto a frozen lake, spilling its contents upon impact. A clean-up crew was sent out immediately to put down white absorbent matting and shovel any contaminated snow into an empty barrel. The absorbent matting and barrel of contaminated snow were then brought back to camp. The contaminated snow barrel will be back-hauled to Yellowknife and the matting incinerated at the camp. The lake is part of ongoing baseline studies and should there be any long term affects of this spill they can be identified.

Fuel will now be slung using nets instead of barrel slings.
