Hi Elizabeth,

For carrying out the proposed activities, an amendment to the licence shall be needed. Therefore
an amendment application should be submitted to the NWB for consideration.

The information provided by Sabina Gold & Silver Corp. should ensure that all-weather access
road’s fill and quarried material are not potentially ML/ARD, and/or do not have potential to enter
fresh water. These issues should be discussed in Quarry Management Plan.

The crossings bridge and culvert installation and operation can also potentially impact the water
quality so measures (monitoring) shall be needed to be implemented to ensure that the fresh
water quality is not impacted. A Monitoring Plan should be included with the application as well.
Please be reminded that all Plans (Spill Contingency and Abandonment and Restoration) should
be updated as well to reflect any changes in the scope of the existing licence associated to the
amendment.
