Dust management is needed at both George (2BEGEO1015) and Goose (2BEGOO1015) camps due to
the current environmental conditions.
 
For 2BEGOO1015, amendment 2 request included in the description of water use (sect 9 of the
application) the use of water for dust suppression with the volume identified as up to 12 cubic m/ day
(sect 13 of the application).  This amendment was issued Jan 28, 2011 with the inclusion of the
12m3/day. 
 
For 2BEGEO1015, amendment 1 request also included the desciption of water use and identified
volumes for dust management; this was approved Apr 23, 2012 and includes 45 cubic m/ day for
domestic/camp use.
 
My intent is to send a notice to the NWB (cc various regulators) outlining this use will be starting soon
to ensure safe working conditons. Are they any specific details you would like me to include in the
email?
