Activities at the Windy Lake camp during the months of July and August continued to be focused on advanced exploration activities in the Naartok, Madrid and Patch Lake target areas.  The camp population remains consistent with approximately 40 and 55 persons residing in the camp during July and August.  Water sampling requirements were from the RBC discharge and in Windy Lake where this discharge potentially enters the lake. 

Please note that due to the camp being closed for the month of June, there is no reporting requirements for this period.  Also, in July, the sample for “Windy Lake Down-slope from RBC Sewage Discharge” (approximately 600 meters down-slope from the RBC discharge) was inadvertently missed.  It will be sampled in August and in subsequent months as required. Table 1 provides information for the RBC Sewage Discharge Point and Table 2 provides data on the “Windy Lake – Down-slope from RBC Sewage Discharge”.
