The Nunavut Water Board acknowledges receipt on March 4, 2002 of your water licence application for Izok and Ham Lake Project. Your application included the following items:

-     cover letter dated March 4, 2002

· executive summary/project description in English AND Inuinaqtun

· application form

· supplementary questionnaire

· copy of application fee

· maps (2)

· Spill Contingency Plan

With regards to the executive summary, we had requested it to be translated into Inukitut rather than Inuinaqtun. We realize that Inuinaqtun is common in the West Kitikmeot; however, for purposes of our Board members we request an Inuktitut translation.  Your Inuinaqtun translation will be accepted at this time; however, in all future applications please use Inuktitut.

We trust that the original of the application fee and the MSDS sheets will follow shortly by mail as indicated. A receipt will be issued at that time.

On your supplementary questionnaire, you marked “Advanced Exploration” as one of your undertakings.  For an undertaking to be classified as “Advanced Exploration” rather than “Exploratory Drilling”, a bulk sample must be anticipated within the application.  In that case, a different supplementary questionnaire would be required.  Based on a quick overview of your application, we are assuming that your application is for “exploratory drilling.” Please let our office know immediately if this is an incorrect assumption.

This project is currently being screened by the Nunavut Impact Review Board and has been sent for their determination as to whether they require further review, or if it can be processed by the Nunavut Water Board.

I have been asked by the Board to inform you that a notice of your application is required. This notice of requirement is based on Article 13.3.14 of the Nunavut Land Claims Agreement (NLCA), which states that the Board should take “…all steps necessary by way of notice…to provide and promote public awareness [of hearings].”

Accordingly, please have the enclosed notice in both English and Inuinaqtun published in a two-column width format in the News North as per enclosed “Instructions for Publication of Notice in Newspaper.” The Applicant is responsible for payment of the publication.

Upon request from the public, we ask you to make available, free of charge, copies of all documents pertaining to this application. Any person who is affected by this application or concerned with it, may submit a letter of concern, which must be submitted to the Board within the period of time shown on the public notice.

Please note that the confirmation of notice posting, must be submitted to our office before your application process will be completed.
