
Appendix G: List of Meetings

An introductory overview of the Izok Project was provided to several board and staff members of the KIA on November 15, 2007 in Calgary.  MMG met with the KIA, NIRB, AANDC and the mayor and council of Kugluktuk on January 23 and 24, 2012 in Vancouver to advise them that the project has been reinitiated and that field activities at High Lake and Izok Lake are planned for 2012.  MMG, formerly Zinifex, also took Kugluktuk community members to site in August 2007.  Four teleconferences were also held with the councils and staff of the communities of Taloyoak, Kugaaruk, Gjoa Haven and Kugluktuk.  

Meetings are proposed with communities commencing in March 2012, in order to update community members on the project status and to solicit input on the proposed approach to integrating IQ into the project.
Between 2007 and 2012, the Kugluktuk-based MMG representative, Donald Havioyak, maintained community contact with respect to the project through the support of local community programming in Kugluktuk and in Cambridge Bay.
Since the original application and the temporary cessation of the research activities in relation to the project, MMG has kept Kitikmeot communities and organizations informed of its activities.  The following are regularly kept informed of project status.
