Please accept the enclosed Water Licence amendment application for the exploration of uranium in the Mountain Lake Claims and the Dismal Lake Permits within the Kitikmeot region, along with the required fee ($30.00), supplementary questionnaire and summary of the project.  The translated summary will be forwarded as soon as possible. 

As you may recall, our original application in May of this year was for an exploration program that included drilling.  It came to our attention that little was known or understood regarding uranium in the communities.  As a result, we withdrew our original application and re-submitted removing the drilling portion of the program and focussed our attention on educating and informing community members to increase awareness and comfort in uranium exploration. 

We began consultation efforts in Kugluktuk in May holding meetings with the KIA and KHTA.  We had a presence in Kugluktuk during the entire month of August and held follow up meetings with the KIA and KHTA as well as a community information meeting with the Mayor and Council..   

During the month of August, we spent time on the Mountain Lake claims gathering and centralizing material that had been left on site by previous land users.  We have attached some photos.

Our amendment application is to include drilling in our exploration program.  No other changes have been made to the original application.
