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 Summary of 2007 Exploration Project
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Triex Minerals Corporation is an emerging exploration company in search of world class uranium deposits.  While the properties are held within a 50:50 Joint Venture relationship with Pitchstone Exploration Ltd., Triex Minerals Corp. is the operator of the programs herein summarised.

A camp was constructed in 2006 on the western side of Kirwan Lake, located approximately 100km SW of Kugluktuk.  The camp was built to hold a maximum of 20 people but will on average have a population of 14 people.  The camp consists of insulated tents with a combination of wood and Jutland frames with wood floors.  This camp will be utilized for the entire 2007 exploration program.

The Mountain Lake Claims

The Mountain Lake Claims are located within the Kitikmeot region of Nunavut.  The exploration program will take a two-phased approach.

2007 Program

The 2007 exploration program will involve diamond drilling, airborne and ground geophysics, soil survey sampling and property scale mapping and sampling.  At this time we anticipate using 1 diamond drill rig to drill approximately 3,000 to 5,000m.  The drill program may result in the need to expand the capacity of the camp located at Kirwan Lake to approximately 25 to 30 people during the peak drilling period (March through to September).

The Dismal Lakes Claims

The Dismal Lake Claims are located northwest of the Mountain Lake Claims and lie within the Kitikmeot region of Nunavut.  The exploration program in the Dismal Lakes Claims area will again be a two-phased approach.

2007 Program

Results from the 2006 exploration season will help to identify areas for more focused follow-up.  At this time we anticipate using 1 diamond drill rig to drill approximately 1,500 to 2,000m. Additional work may include a soil survey and geological mapping.

The Kendall River Claims

The Kendall River Claims are located southeast of the Mountain Lake Claims and lie within the Kitikmeot region of Nunavut.

2007 Exploration

Results from the 2006 exploration season will help to identify areas for more focused follow-up.  At this time we anticipate using 1 diamond drill rig to drill approximately 1,000 to 1,500m.
