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Uranium North Mallery Lake Non-Technical Summary
January 10, 2011
The purpose of Uranium North’s program is to explore for the presence of gold and base metals within the rocks found on the Mallery Lake Project area which is located about 135 kilometres southwest of Baker Lake.
All activities proposed for this program are considered grassroots or initial stage exploration activities. The activities will be geophysical surveys conducted from the air and ground, prospecting, mapping, rock and soil sampling and fresh bedrock sampling by drilling approximately 10-20 diamond and/or reverse circulation drill holes per year.  The program will run from April through September for each year of the permit life as weather and light conditions at this time of year are best for the planned work program and safety.  Spring operations will be conducted prior to caribou migration while summer activities will resume once migration and calving seasons have ended. 
Methods of transportation will include supply flights for people, equipment, food, etc. via Twin or Single Otter aircraft from Baker Lake as well as helicopter transport for crews on a daily basis while on-site.
All of these activities will be conducted by a crew of about 12-20 people housed in a temporary camp. The camp location has not been inspected but will likely be located at the site used by other exploration companies during 1996 and 1997. The camp will be made up of about 10 temporarily constructed tents, some for living in and some for working in. 
As these activities will be seasonal in nature and require climatic reasons for their conduct they will be performed during the safest, snowfree and times of most light in the Arctic which is from April through September of each year of the permit life.  As the project is exploration in nature there are no long-term developments planned at this time.  The longevity of the program will depend on the success of each project phase and the price of the commodity sought as the program continues and therefore the life of the program cannot be predicted at this time.  
All activities including building the camp will be done in a manner that will avoid any worker health and safety risks and limit possible environmental impacts. To ensure this Uranium North has taken the best procedures or practises available to the exploration industry and made the following documents:

· Uranium North Emergency Response Plan
· Uranium North Spill Contingency Plan

· Uranium North Safety Plan

· Uranium North Abandonment and Restoration Plan
Uranium North insists that all activities on its exploration projects follow the rules set out in these documents.  
All potential environmental impacts resulting from this program are expected to be limited to very small areas and will be addressed by using the safest and most environmentally friendly exploration practises available.  Positive socio-economic gains to the community of Baker lake will occur due to the fact that the Company will hire locally (if warranted) and will instruct any contractors to do the same.  Aviation, construction, expediting and supply firms will also be contracted through services provided from Baker Lake.
