Re:  Waste disposal at the Whale Cove community dump by WMC International Ltd.





WMC International Limited is proposing gold exploration work near Maze Lake during July and August 2001.  In order to proceed with this program, it is necessary to erect a small camp (6 – 8 persons) near Maze Lake during this time period.  This memorandum is a formal request for permission to dispose of non-combustible materials from this camp in the Whale Cove dump. This material will consist mainly of tin cans and other non-burnable domestic garbage that remains following incineration at the camp incinerator.





All waste from the Maze Lake camp will be brought to the dump by helicopter in 45 gallon barrels with lids wired in place.  None of the waste to be transferred to the dump will contain any hazardous materials.
