Dear Melissa

As previously indicated, Grant Newman of Kikiak Contracting Ltd. in Kugluktuk will be assisting us in
the final site restoration program.

By way of background, you will have seen from the photos of last summer that most of the camp

had been dismantled and removed. About a year ago, Kikiak was moving some salt from Kugluktuk
to the Hornby Bay camp at Mouse Lake. We arranged for Kikiak to remove as much of the camp as
was feasible, given there was still substantial snow on the ground. The fuel drums and wood were
moved to the Mouse Lake site and all other camp equipment was moved back to Kikiak’s premises
at Kugluktuk. Of course, as noted in your photos, some of the fuel cache was not located last year.

| understand from Grant that he sent out some guys a week ago and they located 20 fuel drums. 8
were hauled back to Kugluktuk and he has some guys going out to bring back the rest this weekend.

The balance of the restoration will have to wait until the snow is gone. Grant is planning to have a
helicopter available over the next few months but does not have exact dates yet. | will put together
a program and send it to you for review and comments. Once he can firm up dates, Grant will then
organize a team to go in and complete the work.

Separately, | have requested from Aurora Geosciences the listing of drill locations and the
reclamation that was done around each one. Once | get this together, | will forward it to you.

From the photos of 2011, it looks like there are still some wood items, such as core boxes at site. In
2010, a request for open burning permission was made and both KIA and Environment Canada
seemed to support this request, but we never finalized it. There are not very many items that
remain for open burning, according to the pictures, but it would facilitate the restoration if we had
such permission. Could you update me on what would be required for this.

Please let me know what other items | may be missing from the above.
