With this particular proponent, they have had a strong history of non-compliance and inattention to the
terms/conditions of their water licence.  I do not see any circumstances (in this case) where we would be
comfortable allowing open burning by the licensee (or someone conducting the work on their behalf). 
 
From our photos, it appears that there is very little "clean" material (ie. wood, paper and cardboard) left
to burn and we have a very real concern that the licensee will take this an opportunity to burn (or try to)
any garbage and debris they can.  Mr. Lehari admits that there is very little wood material to burn and
that the contractor will "spread the ash" over the site (which is also unacceptable -this material needs to
be removed to an approved waste disposal facility).  Therefore, why even proceed with the open burn
request? 
 
I would stress that in this particular case, for the 2BE-MSX licence, open burning is not supported by
AANDC Inspectors.
