With regards to your fax dated December 30, 1999, Phelps Doge does need a Water Licence before commencing with the Nowyak Project.

We generally ask all applicants to allow 3 to 4 months for the application process. Projects, such as this one, are subject to screening by the Nunavut Impact Review Board and need to be sent  for their determination as to whether they require further review or if it can be processed by the Nunavut Water Board.  On January 6, 2000, we confirmed with the NIRB that they are currently screening this project for the Land Use Permit Application N19999C0114.  As a result, your water licence application would not need to be screened again.  This greatly reduces the time needed for the application process.

We noted in your land use application that you hope to start the Nowyak Project some time after February 15, 2000.  In order for the water licence to be finalized by this time, we are requesting for you to submit your complete application prior to January 13, 2000.

The application process will be initiated when the following are received by mail, fax, or e-mail:

· completed application form

· supplementary questionnaire

· $30 application fee payable to the Receiver General for Canada (copy by fax, original by mail).

· Executive summary of the project in English and Inuktitut
