	Sequence of Basic Job Steps
	Potential Hazards, Unsafe Acts or Conditions
	Recommended Safe Job Procedure 

	1. Pre-task communication.
	(E) Proper PPE for seasons, such as good gloves to prevent frost bite.
	1. Only trained personnel shall perform this task. If you are unsure how to perform this task, ask your supervisor. Always wear your PPE for fuelling.

	
	(E) A lack of awareness & poor communication can expose others to dangers if they don’t know what’s going on around them.
	2. Always ensure that rig personnel and any other personnel in the general work area are aware of your intentions to fuel equipment at site.

	2. Inspect fueling equipment and work area.
	(FS)(FB) Employees could fall off equipment or near equipment if area is slippery.
	3. Ensure the work area is free of any slip/trip hazards. If there are icy conditions, watch your footing and lay down sawdust or floor dry if necessary.

	
	(E) Defective equipment could cause spills or injury to workers.
	4. Ensure all fuel hoses, nozzle and other equipment is in good working order.

	
	(E) Smoking could cause fire or explosions
	5. No smoking or open flames permitted.

	
	(FS)(FB) Employees could fall if not using proper hand holds
	6. Ensure proper footing and handholds are used when climbing on or off equipment.  Use 3 point contact.

	3. Dispense Fuel.
	(E) Fuel could explode or catch fire and injure workers
	7. Ensure there are no Ignition sources in the work area.

	
	(E) Putting wrong fuel in a tank can lead to explosions of fuel and severe injury
	8. Determine the type of equipment being fueled (diesel or gasoline). Ensure proper labels are in place.

	
	(E) You could cause a bad spill if away from the nozzle while fueling
	9. You must stay at the nozzle when fueling, do not leave unattended.

	
	(CW) Watch out for others on site, announce yourself to others
	10. Pay attention when traveling to & from unit being fueled.

	
	(E) Always turn off ignition sources, static electricity can cause fumes spilled on hot surfaces to explode.
(E) If you don’t have absorbent material available you could cause an environmental spill
	11. Avoid spilling, do not overfill. Avoid spilling on hot surfaces. Ensure there is absorbent material in the fuel truck in the event of a spill. Soaker pads should be close at hand on fuel truck.

	
	
	12. Never run a fuel pump dry as it can cause mechanical failure to the pump.

	4. Store fueling equipment.
	(FS)(FB)(E) Slip/trip if not using 3 point contact and strains if overreaching
	13. Use care while climbing on/off of fuel truck.

	
	
	14. Coil the fuel hose in a neat orderly manner.

	
	(E) Could spill excess fuel on the ground, could cause a fire if people smoke around spilled material
	15. Drain excess fuel into the tank.

	
	
	16. Remember to turn off the transfer pump and replace all fuel caps.
