	1. Hold a crew meeting and discuss the needs to secure the site.
	
	1. A pre-de-mob meeting should be held with the crew.  Delegate assignments to crew members and discuss needs.

	
	(CBT)(CO) Pinch points

(FS) Tripping on gear or branches.
	2. All employees must use regular PPE during the process of “Securing the Site”.

	2. Secure all the equipment and tools on site.
	(FS) Could fall in sump while barricading.
	3. All open holes that pose a danger, must be covered or barricaded with caution tape to prevent inadvertent access.

	
	(CBT) Pinch points while lowering head.
	4. If the drill is left on a hole then the drill head should be lowered and attached so it covers the hole.

	
	(CBT) Pinch points handling tools.

(OE) Back injury lifting heavy tools or bending improperly.

(FS) Trip and fall from vehicles.
	5. Secure and chock any vehicles that are being left on site to prevent vandalism.

	
	
	6. Lock all tool boxes, lock cab doors, cover welders and pressure washers.  Lock up all fuel cans and remove portable ladders.

	
	(CW) Chemicals could cause rash if not wearing proper PPE.


	7. Remove all trash and debris from the site.  Secure lids on all containers or drums.  Remove all drilling supplies and secure them.

	3. Secure the entire area if possible.
	
	8. If there are any gates to the property, these must be locked and secured.
