	1. Check Fluid levels and fuel levels
	(CI) Rotating parts are a hazard, Hot surfaces
	1. While checking fluid levels, check for leaks.

	
	(E) Noise
	2. Wear gloves and hearing protection and do not smoke when checking fuel.

	
	(FS) Slips/Trips/Falls
	3. Ensure safe hand and body placement and use 3 point contact while climbing on/off equipment. Ensure good footing

	2. Check gauges
	(E) Noise, Hot surfaces, Slips/Trips/Falls while walking around equipment
	4. Check all gauges and report anything that appears to be above or below normal operating levels.

	
	
	5. Ask your supervisor if you are unsure.

	3. Check blocking, chains, cables and hoses
	(CI) Pinch Points, keep hands and feet out of cracks
	6. Make sure that the blocking is not sinking or breaking. 

	
	(CI) Guards in place around rotating parts
	7. Use caution around moving parts. 

	
	(CI) Pinch Points from chain links
	8. Pullback chains or cables need to be carefully checked for broken links or strands.

	
	
	9. All whip checks and shackles need to be secured to hoses and to the anchor point.

	
	
	10. All hoses should be tightly connected and without leaks

	4. Housekeeping
	(FS) Slips/Trips/Falls
	11. Be alert and attentive while walking around the site. 

	
	(OE) Strains/Sprains -trying to lift something to heavy or using improper lifting  techniques
	12. If it is too heavy to lift get help or use a mechanical lifting aid (picker). 

	
	(CO) Sharp objects
	13. Wear gloves and be aware of nails, splinters, sharp edges etc.
