Purpose: 
To assess the prepareness of the SDS drill crews to a spill situation.

Description of Test 

To simulate a spill at the SDS Reverse Circulation Drill at the Qilalugaq kimberlite complex, Ken Black and Sara Harrison simulated a spill on the ice on April 30, 2004.  Approximately 10 L of coffee and rice, covering an area of approximately 2 m x 2 m, was spilled at 6:45 pm. 

Drill Crew Response

The initial reaction of the SDS spill crew was to scrape the "contaminated" snow into a pile using a shovel. Others mopped up the smaller edge spots using absorbent spill clothes. The contaminated snow was shovelled into a spare sample barrel and marked as spill waste. Once all of the snow was cleared, the SDS crew proceeded to chip away at the ice with tapered piping and scooped the chipped ice into the waste barrel.  They indicated that they would contact their foreman and supervisor and file a spill report. They completed the clean-up in 15 minutes and the exercise was reviewed with the crew by Sara and Ken and any questions were answered.

	Spill Response Training for Boart Longyear Crew

	


For the purpose of spill response training of the Boart Longyear crew, Ken Black, Volodymyr Buchynskyy and Kimberley Scully simulated a spill on the snow and ground close to the Q-camp on Saturday, May 1, 2004. Approximately 10 L of coffee was spilled on the snow and ground covering an area of approximately 1.5 m X 1.5 m.  Four people of the diamond drill crew started to clean the contaminated area using shovels to scrape snow, sand and gravel into the plastic bags. They completed cleaning in 10-15 minutes.  Spill kit was not used at that time. Once it was done, the foreman of the drill crew, Eric Montes said that in real-life environment he (or whoever would be at the site) would call to BHP Billiton representative right away to give a report about spill and about the actions were taken.  

Kim Scully noticed that it would be preferable to mark the contaminated area by trenching around it with shovel or boot before to start cleaning.  If the spill is on lake ice, a larger contamination area must be marked as a hydrocarbon spill would rapidly spread under any snow cover.  It was noted that the crew filled garbage bags too full, and pointed out to them that if a bag containing contaminated waste should break, it must be considered a new spill.
