The Nunavut Water Board received an application for a permit renewalan application for amendment on February 22, 2000August 7, 2003 from Apex Geoscience Ltd., as consultants for the above three companies, for water use and waste disposal associated with exploratory drillingexploratory drilling on Melville Peninsula, Nunavut.

In accordance with Articles 12  and 13 of the Agreement Between the Inuit of the Nunavut Settlement Area and Her Majesty the Queen in Right of Canada, this project shall be screened by the Nunavut Impact Review Board to determine whether it has significant impact potential, and whether it requires review, before the application can be processed by the Nunavut Water Board.

Please note that this application was previously screened on June 9th, 2003 under NIRB File No. 03EN068.  The amendment is a request to drill within 30m of the high water mark.  Please advise as soon as possible whether NIRB will be required to rescreen this project.
