Dear Mr. Alford:

The Nunavut Water Board (“NWB”) recently issued the above Licence to Bay Resources Ltd. for the camp and associated exploration of their Committee Bay Claims in the Committee Bay Belt area, located approximately 180 km west to southwest of the town of Repulse Bay (Naujat), Nunavut.  It has been brought to the NWB’s attention that the Licence incorrectly placed the camp location in the Kivalliq region when the coordinates indicate that it is in the East Kitikmeot on Walker Lake, immediately to the west of the regional boundary.  This clarification, along with some administration corrections on the Licence, are addressed in the attached errata.

In addition to the above, Mr. Jack Kaniak, Lands Manager for the Kitikmeot Inuit Association indicated in a recent email that the Licensee, Bay Resources Ltd., may not have the appropriate access right to be working on the East Kitikmeot IOL areas that were referenced within this Licence.  The camp location was also questioned as to belonging to Committee Bay Resources Ltd. and whether Bay Resources has the authorization to operate this camp.  Prior to commencing work at the location, the NWB recommends that Bay Resources Ltd. contact Mr. Kaniak to verify the above and clarify/obtain the necessary outstanding requirements, providing copies of correspondence to the NWB.
