With reference to the NIRB application NIRB99WR055, Sustainable Development would like clarification regarding three geotechnical questions, which could possibly add to NIRB's and the NWB's decision regarding the project.  They are:

· Is the 1000t bulk sample going to be in addition to the 40000 t of ore removed during the u/g program,

· Is there a provision for cementing diamond drill holes in the vicinity of any under ground openings, and

· Clarification is requested as to what is the actual mineable reserve.

The application lists several documents that the NWB has in its registry regarding the project that DSD does not presently have on file. It would be appreciated if two copies of each of these documents could be provided to DSD in order to keep our records up to date and so that we can proactively respond if this project does go to a review at some later stage of development.  These documents include:

· The Abandonment and Restoration Plan for the Ulu project,

· The 1997 and 1998 Annual Reports,

· The Kinetic Testing of Sulfide Rich Material from Ulu,

· Baseline Aquatic Studies Program in the Ulu Project Area, and

· Environmental Assessment: Ulu Project (with all appendices).
