iv. A summary of modifications and/or major maintenance work carried out on the Water Supply and Waste Disposal Facilities, including all associated structures and facilities;



Major modifications and major maintenance works were not carried out on water supply system and Waste Disposal facilities. 
Water supply system: The Water Treatment Plant is new. The plant is using 20 and 5 micron filters and these are required frequent replacement in order to maintain the water quality. A BWA was retained for few months in the community due to increase the Turbidity in the source water.
The three cells sewage lagoon is new. The Dumping chutes and berms are regularly inspected and maintained to the proper shape.

v. A list of unauthorized discharges and summary of follow-up action taken;    


Practically there is no unauthorized discharge from the sewage Lagoon cells. However, the leachate in the dump site is uncontrolled. But leachate testing are conducted each summer.
In the new and modified dump site, leachate will be controlled and treated prior to discharge to the environment.


vi. A summary of any abandonment and restoration work completed during the year and an outline of any work anticipated for the next year; 


Yes, abandonment and restoration works were done as follows:

Water supply system:

The existing water Truck fill station was abandoned and the building including the intake are required to be removed from there. The schedule is still unknown.
The existing dump site will be abandoned and decommissioned soon after the new facility is built and commissioned. The new waste site is anticipated in 3 to 4 yrs.

                  The existing Waste Management facility is the concern for segregation

Following this study, design works for the new 
                  facility is anticipated to start soon. The design and construction are anticipated to be 

                  completed in 3 to 4 years.

                     Hamlet started extended sampling and testing program already. They have 

                 segregated wastes and stock pilled batteries in the sea can for future disposal to the South.

                 They are planning to fence the wastes site along the access road.
                  They are using accredited Lab in Ottawa for Chemical analysis of Water, Wastewater and 

                  Leachate.

                 The new and upgraded O&M manuals  were submitted to NWB to support the renewal of 

                  the Hamlet’s Type A water Licence.

    xi.          FOLLOW-UP REGARDING INSPECTION/COMPLIANCE CONCERNS:


                  Hamlet is following the GN Engineer’s  and CIRNAC inspector’s advice to operate the 
               water licensed facilities.
               Fish Lake is considered as the Hamlet’s secondary water source and its water quality is 

               being monitored along with the South Lake water.
               The design of the new waste management project is anticipated to start in 2021/22 FY.
               Hamlet is expecting for a new type A water licence for 10 yrs. term in early of 2021.
