Thanks for the email. Unfortunately | have a meeting already scheduled from 1-3pm MT on Wed.

If another time works for you today or the morning of the 15th, please let me know.

I did however have a chance to talk with legal and was in agreement that unless there is
considerable information available on the proposed amendments to the current licence, should the
requests be included, that the NWB would be seeking additional information from the City prior to
considering the application complete and being able to proceed with the application process,
which would likely delay any public review, PH and licence issuance. From what | understood on
Friday, is that the information on the amendment requests (New SWDF, upgrades to the WWTF
and the supplementary water supply) would not be available for at least 6 to 12 months. This
information should, from the NWB’s perspective, include design specifications/drawings, any
operations and maintenance manuals required for the particular undertaking, revisions to the spill
contingency plan requirements, Abandonment and restoration plan requirements as well as
monitoring recommendations and plan (monitoring stations, monitoring parameters/frequencies,
QAQC updates etc). If | recall correctly (without going back to files), the City had submitted an
amendment application around April 2011, which included a number of changes to monitoring
requirements, among others. Are these amendments still being considered for this renewal
application? | don’t believe any followup was provided from the City on information requests. As a
point of clarification, upon submitting the new renewal application, the City should also include a
simple request to withdraw the prior amendment application, to clear the administration an
prioritize the renewal.

Hello Meagan, Phyllis has asked me to answer your questions regarding the application process.
The NWB apologizes for the inconvenience of the phone system, this is new and | believe that
currently when all the lines are in use, the incoming calls will continue to ring, or ring busy, where
they should be transferred to a message system and request that the caller leave a message if
desired. Not perfect.

Application: if the application that the City of Igaluit is submitting is simply a renewal, no changes
to the original scope of the licence and no additional activities, the a renewal application is needed.
Otherwise, if there is at least one change/addition, then the amendment application is required
which would also address the term of the licence.

Municipal Spreadsheet: The MU1 — Municipal Development — SIG applies to either a new licence
application or for an amendment application. It does not apply for a strict renewal where there is
no change (see above) to the scope/activities covered under the current licence. (see notes on tab
2.0 of the MU1 SIG)

New forms will be required. Applications already submitted prior to the new forms being
distributed would likely not require resubmission, however new submissions will require the new
forms.

Questions 1-6 below (most should be answered within the guide’s introduction section, or
explained within the specific sections of the SIG itself):
1) Yes, if amendment to confirm new activities are either exempt or require a screening;
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2) Attached;

3) ldon’t believe this is usually required, item 21 of the SIG indicates ‘not required for
municipal undertakings’;

4) Licence specific direction is indicated under box 23 of the application form. At this point
there have been no licence specific directions developed for the renewal/amendment
application. | do not believe that the latest inspection is adequate for the information that
is required for completing a compliance assessment and status report. This information
could be used to support the application and the compliance assessment that is completed,
however the status report should cover the full term of the licence, submissions required,
submitted, approved, outstanding etc. and should include a response to any inspection
report’s requirements;

5) Proposed schedule, should be completed as best possible, if needed, indicate notification
would be provided in advance of the activity. However if the details of the work/activity are
not known at this time, it may be difficult for the Board to consider an amendment if
required for the activity;

6) I’'m not sure where the ‘indication of renewal requirement’ is located in our documents?
Could you provide a bit more information?
