However, I will be sending all correspondence to Mark Hall and will cc. Brad

I would appreciate a complete package by next Monday (not translated) of all the documents that this person will be rendering a decision upon.  I take it that the following list is a starting point for the documents that are to be reviewed. 

1. The written letter developed by Brad that was addressed to the council. 
2. The comparison document that was bantered back and forth comparing the two systems. 
3. The soft covered documents provided by Mr. White on the 
EVC system and the six year study on the Westport, Ontario plant. 
4.  The Inuvik report completed in the 90's.

5. Watertek’s proposal to the city of Iqaluit  


Should there be any other documents that I have omitted or not aware of that are important to this proposal; please provide them to me. 

Also, I would appreciate a copy of Brad's speech that was delivered at the meeting on Monday. 

Finally, I believe that it would be in the interest of all parties to ensure that a level playing field of information is exchanged. I look forward to working with both of you in the near future in order to clarify any points that would assist the appropriate parties in coming to the right conclusion for the people of Iqualuit. 

Mark, could you provide me with a schedule of activities that you envision will take place over the course of the next few days in this process involving all steps prior to Council rendering their decision. It is my intention to travel once more to Iqaluit next week to assist in any way that I am able further this endeavor.
