Please find attached an initial Spill Report being submitted by the Dept. of National Defence at 8
Wing/CFB Trenton, Ontario, to the NT-NU Spill Report Line due the discovery of a spill occurrence at
the Canadian Forces Station Alert, Nunavut.

A 300L (estimate) spill of Aviation Fuel (JP8) occurred this morning between 2-3am, 24 April 2012, at
the end of the runway at the Aircraft Parking Spot#1 & Spot#2 locations. The spill resulted from a
malfunction of an aircraft fuel venting valve switch as the an aircraft (Tailsign AC 609) was taxing and
turning between the two Spots. The location is flat and there are no risks to the water bodies to the
east. Recoveryl action is being conducted by station spill responders with spill absorbing materials
deployed and scraping of the compressed snow/ice surface by heavy machinery for placement in
barrels.

1. This spill is being reported as required under the conditions in Part G, Section 4.C of CFS, Alerts
Nunavut Water Board (NWB) Licence 3BC-ALT1015 pursuant to the Nunavut waters and Nunavut
Surface Rights Tribunal Act.

Upon landing at CFS Alert at 0230 local time, the aircraft taxied and turned left from Spot#2 to Spot#1, where fuel vent from the wing onto the ground surface. Maximum estimated volume spilled is 300L. Spill response plan was triggered and the source of the fuel spill on the aircraft was contained. Fuel was dispersed 3 m wide by 250 m long over snow. Responders applied spill absorbant materials to contain the surface spill and then used heavy machines to scrape and place fuel contaminated snow into 215L barrels . There was no migration of fuel, the spill site is flat, compressed snow and ice. The hazmat barrels will be safely stored and disposal options will be sought. This is the initial report, updates to this report is expected.
