h) Executive summary in English and Inuinnaqtun

Please refer to Part G, Item 1 of your current license which requires you to revise and re-submit your Emergency Response Plan (Spill Plan).  To date we have not received your revision.

I have attached copies of most of the documents you are required to submit.  Please fill out as many questions as possible.  Any not related to your project can be filled in with “N/A”.

We can approve water licenses for a total of 25 years.  I suggest that you request this specifically when you submit your renewal.
