Hi AANDC,

We just received our renewed water licence for Prince Leopold Island and noticed a few comments
from AANDC. | was going to simply deal with them this season and carry on, but then | thought |
should respond to a few briefly, particularly those in your list of “deficiencies”.

Our water licence is for 5 m3 of water use PER DAY. We have repeatedly indicated that we
wouldn’t use this much in an entire field season, let alone a day, month or week, as we
have no bathing or shower options at this site, and we minimize our water use and
conserve water to the fullest extent possible. Thus, the notion of us monitoring our water
use is both trivial and silly. If you need to plunk a number in, you can put 20 L/day, which in
a 60 day field season sees us use ~ 1200 L (1.2 m3), or 0.4% of what our permit allows.
Even if I'm off by 100%, we still use less than 1% of what our permit allows.

We will add the spill line and AANDC contact numbers to the Spill Plan.

We will try to get a coordinate for the sump and the outhouse this season.

We have never had an unauthorized discharge or spill, and hence none have ever been
reported in any of our annual reports — frankly this seems pretty obvious, and the format of
the NWB annual report does not indicate that you should report “none” if there were
none. Hence, why are you asking for this?

“(from your letter) AANDC recommends that all relevant leases, permits, conformity checks

and screenings as well as any other authorizations are in place and proper approvals received
before any work commences. AANDC notes that the appropriate approvals from the Nunavut
Planning Commission and Nunavut Impact Review Board were not received or available prior

to Environment Canada submitting their renewal application.” | recognize that this is probably
a cut-and-paste comment, but AANDC has ample experience with the permitting process in
Nunavut, so this comment surprised me. AANDC provided an extension to our land use
permit on 13 MARCH 2012 (email from John Craig re: Land Use Permit N2003J0014; hence it
had NPC and NIRB approval already). The NWB licence application went out for review on
1 MAY 2012, fully 6 weeks after AANDC had already approved our land use permit. This
is a long term site (> 30 years) with an excellent inspection record, with a host of permits
that we get every year, and with community support for the project and site. Moreover

AANDC recommended to EC yvears ago that we take over administrative control of this site,

and we sent in the information and request to do this to you, but that has been sitting with
AANDC now for more than 3 years, (last checked with Brian Tattuinee on 5 October 2011)

so it’s actually EC that has been waiting for AANDC regarding appropriate approvals, etc.,
not the other way around!

Our minimal garbage that comes out of the site goes to NRCan Polar Continental Shelf as
part of our support with them, and they deal with the Hamlet etc. for garbage, so it is not
our responsibility to arrange this with the Hamlet to my knowledge.

Technical Review Memorandum

Background

Prince Leopold Island is located off the Northeastern tip of Somerset Island in
Nunavut and has the distinction of being a migratory bird sanctuary. The
Canadian Wildlife Service branch of Environment Canada has a migratory bird
monitoring station/site on Prince Leopold Island. This site has been in use
periodically since 1975. It is used for monitoring marine birds during the breeding
season (summer months). The site consists of two buildings (living quarters and
an outhouse). The living quarters can accommodate 4 people for two months.

Recommendation/Comments
AANDC has no issues with the renewal application.
However AANDC has the following recommendations:

AANDC notes that during the duration of the past license #3BC-PLI0811 AANDC
has commented on deficiencies in past annual reports submitted by the
proponent. AANDC recommends that in the future the proponent should submit
all applicable information outlined in Part A of the license in their annual reports.

Outlined below is a list of past deficiencies of annual reports:

1) GPS Coordinates/Locations of sumps used for wastes.

2) Daily quantities of water used.

3) Spill Plan has to include all items in Part H Item 1 of the water license.

4) Abandonment and Restoration Plan as per Part | of the water license.

5) Water Monitoring as per Part J of the water license.

6) List of any unauthorized discharges or spills. If none occurred then this
should be stated in the Annual Report

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AANDC recommends that all relevant leases, permits, conformity checks and
screenings as well as any other authorizations are in place and proper approvals
received before any work commences. AANDC notes that the appropriate
approvals from the Nunavut Planning Commission and Nunavut Impact Review
Board were not received or available prior to Environment Canada submitting
their renewal application.

AANDC recommends that the proponent have the proper authorizations from any
hamlet or any other municipality or landfill where project wastes will be
deposited.

AANDC also recommends that the proponent be advised that in order to
transport hazardous wastes in Nunavut the waste generator must be registered
with the Government of Nunavut, Environmental Protection Division and provide
the final destination for the hazardous wastes (approved registered facility)

AANDC recommends adding the AANDC Manager of Field Operations contact
numbers to the spill plan the contact numbers are as follows: Telephone at (867)
975-4295 or Fax at (867) 975-6445.

AANDC recommends the use of drip pans and/or other secondary containment
device when refuelling or fuel transfer operations take place.
