Non-Technical Project Description
Study of the Lapis Lazuli Deposit North of Kimmirut
Dear Sirs:
The purpose of this study is to determine how the lapis lazuli deposit was formed and how to find other deposits of lapis lazuli.  We would also like to determine whether there is a link between the formation of the sapphires south of Kimmirut and the lapis lazuli.  In a much broader sense, we would like to determine why the rocks (Lake Harbour Marble Unit) contain so many different minerals and better ways to explore for rocks and minerals of economic interest.

This project will include a 4 person team from the University of British Columbia.  A tent camp will be set up at a popular camping spot on the Soper River (see attached map).  The camp will include 4 small tents, personal gear and equipment (hammers, sampling bags, shovel, etc.) and food.  Everything that is taken into the property will be removed.  The south and the north lapis occurrences will be accessed by foot and the work will include collecting samples for further study in the laboratory, photographing the rocks and mapping of the various parts of the lapis lazuli deposit.
