Dear Ms. Beaulieu:
The Department of Environment (DOE) has reviewed the water license application from Nuna M&T Services Ltd. for a temporary construction camp near Baker Lake, and has the following comments to make for incineration of solid wastes.
DOE believes the incinerator proposed is too small for the size of the camp, and recommends proper waste segregation and waste reduction are carried out to reduce the amount of wastes to be incinerated. In addition, it is important the proponent operates and maintains the incinerator according to the manufacturer’s instructions, to reach complete combustion of wastes and to ensure emission complying with the Canada-wide Standard for furans and dioxins, and Canada-wide Standard for mercury. Over-loading of incinerators is a common occurrence in many camps, and DOE recommends the proponent consults the operation manual for incineration quantity. Lastly, under no circumstance should hazardous wastes be managed through burning or incineration.
