This proposed campsite is 100m from the nearest flowing water and on gravel, not tundra. In
addition, it is not near any animal migration routes.

Care will be taken to conduct all camp activities far enough from the water source to avoid
contamination while still avoiding delicate tundra. Bedrock walls extend for miles from the valley
and these will be used for locomotion as well as toilet activities.

This camp will be recorded before and after photographically to document minimal impact such as
removal of tent marks, rock pile, waste, etc.

10. How was the location of the camp selected? Was the site previously used? Was assistance from
the Regional Inuit Association Land Manager sought?

The campsite is within walking distance of bedrock that may contain fossils of interest. Geological
maps and aerial photographs were consulted to find a place with access to fresh water and said rocks
that was reasonably close to an airstrip that can accommodate a Twin Otter to get us in and out of
the field.

Our methods of low-impact camping are based off of the Parks Canada Guidelines. We take special
care to protect the fragile ecosystem by practicing No Trace Camping. Solid waste will be packed
out. Tents will not be pitched on tundra so as to avoid damaging the fragile environment with tent
impressions. Rock piles will be minimized and dismantled at the end of the camp. We will

photograph the area before making camp and after breaking camp to ensure that we leave not trace
of our stay.

We plan to make a small 6-person camp for 10 days in which time we will inspect the surface of the
surrounding area for fossils. We will be filming the paleontologists as they search for fossils and will film
sequences with the experts describing what the area used to look like years and years earlier when the first
tetrapods were emerging from the water.

Our remote fly camp will have one 5-gallon propane tank used for cooking when attached to a 2-burner
Coleman Stove. We will also have a generator with 10 gallons of gas to charge batteries for the television
camera, sound equipment and cell phone batteries. We maintain a strict commitment to removing all solid
waste from the field site. Waste water will be minimal, but the wash water we anticipate will be strained to
remove food scraps and deposited at least 240 feet from a water source. We will use quantities of
biodegradable soap.

(10 days), and by placing tents on gravel beds to avoid disturbing the tundra.
