The purpose for this letter is to advise the Nunavut Water Board of the Hamlet’s plan to discharge from the sewage lagoon in late September, 2011. 



The construction work on the retention pond portion of the sewage lagoon is nearing completion.  During the construction over the past year, there were no discharges, therefore a decant from the lagoon is required to provide capacity for the pumpout sewage over the course of the winter, as well as part of the annual operation of the facility.  



A sample of the discharge will be taken and tested for BOD5, Total Suspended Solid, Fecal Coliforms, and pH in accordance with the water licence. 



We will inform you of the actual date as the construction season draws to a close.
