They are 

                 conducting annual water, wastewater effluent and Leachate sampling and having them 
                 tested in the Accredited Lab named Caduceon Lab in Ottawa.

                 They have a new and experienced Foreman to handle public works operation. Even 

                 though, due to weather and Canadian North Cargo, sometimes they cannot ship water 

                  samples to the South as planned.

               Hamlet is following the conditions of the existing Water Licence. They are sincerely 

               following the instruction and advice provided by GN technical team and CIRNAC 

               inspector.
