Hi Stuart –
 
In response to the attached letter sent to Kelli earlier today, please note that the NIRB reached an
understanding with the Government of Nunavut, CGS in 2007 which better defined the types of
activities within Schedule 12-1 of the Nunavut Land Claims Agreement, Item 3. 
 
Specifically, a list of industrial activities that is to be included and excluded from exemption status
was developed, with sewage lagoons specifically defined as an industrial activity which would
require NIRB screening, at the request of CGS.  Please see the attached documents titled “070620-
GN-CGS Ltr to NIRB Re NLCA – Project Permitting-IMAE.pdf” and “070823-NIRB Ltr to GN-CGS Re
Application of Schedule 12-1-OMAE.pdf” which cover the details of this agreement more fully.
 
From our interpretation of Schedule 12-1 and the definitions included within the attached
correspondence, the Gjoa Haven sewage lagoon does require screening by the NIRB prior to the
issuance of any authorizations required for the construction, subject to NLCA 12.10.1.  To date, Kelli
has exchanged a number of emails with the consultants at Dillon and with the Hamlet of Gjoa Haven
land administrators however we do not have a formal application on file from either the Hamlet, GN,
or consultant.  I would imagine that a water licence from the Nunavut Water Board (new or an
amendment to existing) would be required in order for the GN to undertake these activities; once
you have filed an application with the NWB, they will forward along to us for our determination.  If a
screening decision allowing the project to proceed is then issued by our Board, the NWB may
authorize the project and works may commence subject to other regulatory approvals that may be
necessary.
 
We look forward to receiving application materials for this project, and will endeavour to process
things as expediently as possible.  Please note for the submission of application materials that all
formal project-related submissions should be made to our central technical account at info@nirb.ca.

Dear Mr. Chapple, 
 
Thank you for your letter dated August 13, 2007, setting out the Government of Nunavut 
Community and Government Services (GN-CGS) understanding of the results of recent 
discussions with the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB) on the above subject.  
 
In the absence of legislation, for purposes of limiting the exemptions arising from Schedule 12-
1(3) of the Nunavut Land Claims Agreement (NLCA), NIRB agrees with the definitions for 
Industrial Activity and Bulk Fuel Storage set out in the above referenced letter. NIRB further 
agrees that the list of activities which are “included” in these definitions (and thus require NIRB 
screening) and the list of activities that are “excluded” from these definitions (and thus exempt 
from NIRB screening pursuant) reflect a reasonable interpretation and application of the 
definitions. Finally, NIRB concurs with the interim approach set out by GN-CGS for screening of 
sewage lagoons, water treatment facilities and solid waste disposal sites within municipal 
boundaries.  
 
NIRB is currently working with the Nunavut Planning Commission to ensure consistent 
application of Schedule 12-1 to project proposals. Accordingly, NIRB is providing NPC wit a 
copy of this letter.  In the longer term, NIRB looks forward to resolving these matters, including 
NIRB’s preference to screen the municipal activities raised in your letter, through the 
implementation of legislation. Accordingly, NIRB asks that this interim resolution be brought 
forward jointly, with the GN-CGS, to the next scheduled meeting of the legislative working 
group.   
 
In closing, I want to thank you and Mr. Curley for working cooperatively with NIRB to find 
interim solutions that both assist the GN-CGS with carrying out its responsibilities and ensures 
NIRB’s primary objective to protect and promote the existing and future well-being of the 
residents and communities of the Nunavut Settlement Area, and to protect the ecosystemic 
integrity of the Nunavut Settlement Area is met.
