Confirmation that the proposed new sewage lagoon design involves the establishment of a single cell
sewage lagoon located approximately 30 metres (m) south of the existing sewage lagoon with a
capacity of approximately 58,000 cubic metres (m3).
 
Yes this is correct.  The lagoon is adjacent to the existing lagoon.  Capacity is 58,000 m3
 
Clarification regarding the treatment and discharge of effluent from the proposed sewage lagoon.
Further information is required regarding effluent treatment and discharge (i.e., effluent treatment
process, frequency of discharge, location of discharge in relation to existing lagoon effluent
discharge, approximate size of wetland to be used as effluent discharge area, etc.).
 
The lagoon is an annual storage lagoon.  It will be decanted once per year (late summer and fall).
 The treatment in the winter is physical process.  In the summer months there will be a
combination of biological and physical processes.  The effluent will be discharged into the
existing wetland area approximately 100 m down gradient from the existing lagoon discharge
location.  There is over 2,000 linear meters of wetland down gradient of the proposed discharge
location.
 
Confirmation that construction of a new drainage ditch will be required for the proposed new
sewage lagoon.
 
This is correct.
 
Confirmation that a new access road of approximately 200 m will be constructed to the new sewage
lagoon.
 
This is correct
 
The application submitted provided conflicting construction schedules and confirmation of the
proposed construction schedule should be provided including a summary of the construction
activities that have been completed to date. 
 
The lagoon will be substantially complete in the fall of 2013.
