Good morning Troy,
 
The NWB believes that filling a pond is a deposit of waste into water that requires an approval. 
 The definition of waste under the Nunavut Waters and Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal Act
(NWWNSRTA) is sufficiently broad to include any substance that is capable of detrimentally
altering the quality of water, and even clean gravel has the potential to generate acid, affect pH,
leach metals, arsenic, etc. and so, would meet the definition of waste and therefore constitute the
deposit of waste into water, which requires authorization under s. 12 of the NWNSRTA.
If you can’t avoid the filling this pond in the development of your plan you will need to apply to the
NWB for approval.

We hope there is no NWB approval needed as the contractor may be
partially filling the non-fish bearing pond with gravel only. A recent site
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visit showed we can possibly avoid the pond altogether if CGS slightly
changes the site plan and this would allow the development permit to
proceed. It also appears the pond would dry up each year if the sewage
lagoon wasn’t draining into it.
 
We continue to wait to hear if we ultimately need NWB approval to
otherwise possible fill a small pond with gravel adjacent to the old
sewage lagoon.
