Thank you Karen for giving me some good news.
 
We’ll follow up the amendment application for new lagoon inclusion- either by myself or by the
consultant on behalf of the Hamlet. We are waiting for final inspection and certification by the
consultant. Then the As built drawing and O&M manual. Once receive these items, we will forward
the amendment application, then follow up the A&R plan for current lagoon. Any repair of
correction of the new lagoon work will be within the scope of contractor’s warranty period (usually
one year from date of completion). So, we are moving forward and expecting improvement in
Hamlet compliances. We have very effective discussion at the NAM conference – NWB and AANDC
were very positive in open discussion in helping communities. To make these better compliances, we
will summarise those non-compliance items for individual Licensee and arrange for bilateral
discussion to move forward in solving issues rather than pushing forward. Any long term issues can
be resolved with additional resources by the Hamlet and/or GN.
 
Once again, many thanks NWB for sharing the discussion with Hamlet representative. It would be
good if Mayor or council members can be added in the responsibility since they stay more
permanent in the community and requires more awareness of budgeting for facility operation.
