Following receipt of the above mentioned submissions, the NWB conducted internal preliminary 
technical and administrative reviews and deemed that the water licence renewal application meets the 
requirements of section 48(1) of the Nunavut Waters and Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal Act (“Act”).  
However, the NWB retains the right to request additional information and studies pursuant to sections 
48(2) of the Act or to issue guidelines for the provision of information pursuant to section 48(3) of the 
Act. 


To ensure this application is dealt with in a timely fashion, the NWB forwards notice of all documentation 
to regulators and council of the municipality(ies) most affected by the project, inviting interested parties 
to make representation directly to the NWB within 30 days from the date of this letter. The NWB may 
provide additional procedural instructions once the application has been reviewed by interested parties. 


It is important to note that during its preliminary technical and administrative reviews, the NWB 
identified issues relating to an Inspector’s Direction issued by Aboriginal Affairs and Northern 
Development Canada (AANDC) to the Minister of the Government of Nunavut requiring the GN to bring 
the Hamlet of Kimmirut as well as several other Hamlets into compliance including submission of 
compliance planning documentsi.   In its 2013 Inspection Reportii, the AANDC Inspector acknowledged 
that a Plan for Compliance was submitted and provided the results of its review of the Plan for 
Compliance.  Of note, the Inspector identified that the GN has not to-date fulfilled all of their 
commitments made in the submitted Compliance Plan and as such are in violation of the Inspector’s 
Direction.   
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Understanding that the Plan for Compliance is a key component of the overall water licence renewal and 
that Board approval of the Plan is also required in accordance with Part B, Item 11 of the Licence, the 
NWB requests that AANDC Enforcement provide an update to the NWB regarding the status of the 
Hamlet’s compliance with the 2012 Inspector’s Direction.  


 
In addition, as part of the water licence renewal application the Board acknowledges receipt of the 
Hamlet’s Operations and Maintenance Manual submitted in accordance with conditions in Part F, Items 1 
and 2 of the water licence, entitled Kimmirut Wastewater Facility, Kimmirut, Nunavut, Operations and 
Maintenance Manual, Volumes 1 and 2, prepared for GN-CGS by exp Services Inc., dated July 2012 
including as-built drawings.   The Board notes that this report and drawings were previously submitted to 
the Board for approval on August 29, 2012 and refers GN-CGS and parties to correspondence dated 
November 28, 2012 from the Board to GN-CGSiii in which the NWB determined that it is not in a 
position to approve of the Final O&M Manual until: (1) All components of condition Part F, Items 1 and 
2 have been satisfied; and (2) the document is signed.
