DECISION

LICENCE NUMBER: NWB3REP(0409 - Type “B”

This is the decision of the Nunavut Water Board (NWB) with respect to an application for a Licence
dated December 5™, 2003 made by:

Hamlet of Repulse Bay

to allow for the use of water and disposal of waste for the Hamlet at Repulse Bay, Nunavut. With
respect to this application, the NWB gave notice to the public that the Hamlet had filed an
application for a water licence.

DECISION

After having been satisfied that the application was exempt from the requirement for screening by
the Nunavut Impact Review Board in accordance with S. 12.3.2 of the Nunavut Land Claim
Agreement (NLCA), the NWB decided that the application could proceed through the regulatory
process. After reviewing the submission of the Applicant and written comments expressed by
interested parties, the NWB, having given due regard to the facts and circumstances, the merits of the
submissions made to it and to the purpose, scope and intent of the Nunavut Land Claims Agreement
and of the Nunavut Waters and Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal Act NWNSRTA), decided to
waive the requirement to hold a public hearing and furthermore to delegate its authority to approve
the application to the Chief Administrative Officer pursuant to S. 49(a) of the NWNSRTA and
determined that:

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I. BACKGROUND

The Hamlet of Repulse Bay is located on the northern shore of Repulse Bay, which is on the south
shore of the Rae Isthmus. Repulse Bay is located at 66°31' N and 86° 14'W, and is 443 km southeast
of Taloyoak and 1,424 air km's northeast of Yellowknife. The predominant local topography of
Repulse Bay is extremely rugged, making inland access difficult. Very little soil covers the ridges of
bedrock; silty sands and gravel constitute the limited soil layers present. Limited localized vegetation
consisting of mosses, lichens and sedge meadows is present. The average annual precipitation in
Repulse Bay consists of 15.0 cm of rainfall and 58.2 cm of snowfall. The mean high in July is 15.7
degrees with a mean low of 5.8 degrees. In January, the mean high is -29.4 degrees and a mean low
of -36.4 degrees.

I1. PROCEDURAL HISTORY

On December 5", 2003, an application for a water licence was filed by the Hamlet of Repulse Bay,
which was previously un-licensed by the NWB. The Nunavut Water Board publicly posted notice of
this application, in accordance with the Nunavut Waters and Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal Act
S.55.1 and Article 13 of the Nunavut Land Claims Agreement, on January 8", 2004. An assessment
of the Hamlet’s request for a municipal water licence for water use and waste disposal activities
within the Hamlet was then undertaken, so that the Board could make a fully informed decision on
the merits of application. This assessment process included the referral of the application to a variety
of Federal, Territorial and local organizations for their review and comment. As no public concern
was expressed, the NWB waived the requirement to hold a public hearing for the application.

Based upon the results of the detailed assessment, which was completed, including consideration of
any potential accidents, malfunctions, or cumulative environmental effects that the overall project
might have in the area, the Board delegated to the Chief Administrative Officer authority to approve
the application pursuant to S. 13.7.5 of the Agreement.

I11. ISSUES
A. Term of the Licence

In accordance with the Nunavut Waters and Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal Act S. 45, the NWB
may issue a licence for a term not exceeding twenty-five years. In determining an appropriate term
of a water licence, the Board considers a number of factors, including the results of the annual
Department of Indian Affairs and Northern Development (DIAND) site inspection and the
compliance record of the Applicant. Specifically, the August 20, 2003 DIAND Inspection Report
indicated:







1. The lagoon contains considerable amounts of refuse (including drums), which should be
removed from the treatment lagoon;

2. Solids migration within the sewage treatment system may be a concern, as there is currently
no solids retention lagoon prior to the wetlands treatment system; and

3. Turbidity levels at the Nuviq Luktujuq Lake water supply exceeded the levels recommended
in the Summary of Guidelines for Canadian Drinking Water Quality 2003,

The NWB has imposed the requirement to produce an Annual Report. These Reports are for the
purpose of ensuring that the NWB has an accurate annual update of municipal activities during a
calendar year. This information is maintained on the public registry and is available to any interested
parties upon request. The Licensee’s attention is drawn to the attached standard form for completing
the Annual Report (see Attachment I).

The NWB has also imposed on the Licensee the requirement to produce an Operations and
Maintenance Manual for their sewage and solid waste operations. The purpose of an Operation and
Maintenance Manual is to assist Hamlet staff in the proper operation and maintenance of their waste
disposal facilities. The manual should demonstrate to the Nunavut Water Board that the Hamlet is
capable of operating and maintaining all waste disposal sites adequately. The Plan should be
completed using the Guidelines for the Preparation of an Operations and Maintenance Manual for
Sewage and Solid Waste Disposal Facilities in the Northwest Territories (Duong and Kent, 1996;
see Attachment II).

In review of the application DIAND, has recommended that a licence term of five (5) years. The
NWB concurs that a term of five (5) years is appropriate, and will allow enough time for the Hamlet
to establish a consistent compliance record with the terms and conditions of its licence. It will also
ensure that sufficient time is given to permit the Licensee to develop, submit, and implement the
plans required under its licence to the satisfaction of the NWB.

B. Water Use

The Municipality currently receives water from the Nuviq Luktujuq Lake water supply located 4.5
km north of the Hamlet, adjacent to the truck fill station. The water receives a chlorine treatment and
is then distributed to the community by truck. Water requirements for 2003 were reported to be
approximately 22, 000 m". Demand for 2008 was not reported in the application. Utilizing the water
demand formula developed by the Department of Municipal and Community Affairs (Government of
the Northwest Territories), projected demand requirements for 2008 were calculated at
approximately 24, 000m’.

One the parties in their written submission regarding the amount of water required by the Applicant
or the manner in which that water will be used expressed concern. DIAND Water resources
indicated the lack of information presented regarding the recharge rates at the Nuviq Luktujuq Lake

water supply, and recommended that at some future point such an assessment be undertaken. Based
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upon the projected requirements of the Hamlet, the Board has set the terms and conditions in the
water licence, which govern water usage. The maximum permitted usage of water by the Hamlet of
Repulse Bay, over the term of the water license and for all purposes, has been set at 24, 000 m’
annually. The Board concurs with DIAND that recharge rates in the Nuviq Luktujuq Lake water
supply should be assessed, and recommends that the Hamlet work with the Department of
Community Government and Services to explore means of accomplishing this objective prior to
license renewal in 2009.

C. Deposit of Waste
Sewage

The Hamlet of Repulse Bay utilizes a Sewage Disposal Facility approximately 1.4 km east of the
Municipality. This Sewage Disposal Facility is located at the Solid Waste Disposal Facility, and
consists of a simple truck offload discharge area, which is directed to a natural wetland. The effluent
from this wetland treatment area proceeds downstream to the marine environment along a 1, 400 m
flow path prior to entering Hudson Bay. The total area of the wetland is 64, 000 m’,

Specific comments relevant to sewage disposal operations in the Hamlet were provided by DIAND,
and Environment Canada. DIAND and Environment Canada recommended that the Hamlet develop
appropriate Operations and Maintenance and Spill Contingency Plans. These Plans would include
the placement of the appropriate signage at all locations of waste disposal, as well as at the Hamlet
water source. Additionally, both DIAND and Environment Canada recommended that the Hamiet
take whatever measures are practicable to limit the impact of sediment on the wetland resulting from
streaming and ditching, as this could decrease the effectiveness of the sewage treatment that is
currently occurring. Environment Canada further recommended that the Hamlet take steps, such as
the development of an appropriate containment berm, to prevent effluent from the Solid Waste
Disposal facility from entering the Sewage Disposal Facility.

In their submission to the Board DIAND provided recommendations concerning effluent discharge
criteria, which are consistent with the Guidelines for the Discharge of Treated Municipal
Wastewater in the Northwest Territories (Northwest Territories Water Board, 1992), as well as
specific recommendations concerning the Monitoring Program. This Program is established to
collect data on water quality to assess the effectiveness of treatment for protection of public health
and to assess potential impacts to the environment associated with the municipal facilities. The
Board concurs with these recommendations, which are reflected in the terms and conditions of the
Water Licence. The Board also draws the attention of the Licensee to their requirements to
implement the Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QA/QC) Plan to be provided by the NWB. The
purpose of the QA/QC Plan is to ensure that samples taken in the field as part of the Monitoring
Program will maintain a high quality, so as to accurately represent the physical and chemical nature
of the samples being taken. It should also be noted that while minimum sampling requirements have
been imposed, additional sampling may be requested by an Inspector.
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Solid Waste

The Hamlet’s Solid Waste Disposal Facility is located approximately 1.4 km east of the community.
Waste is segregated, with a generic landfill area, a bulky wastes area, and a segregated for hazardous
wastes. Combustible wastes are burned regularly, and the landfill is compacted and covered annually.

Recommendations relevant to solid waste disposal operations in the Hamlet were provided by
DIAND and Environment Canada. DIAND and Environment Canada recommended that the Hamlet
develop appropriate Operations and Maintenance and Spill Contingency Plans. This Operations and
Maintenance Plan shall include specific measures to control the deposition of litter into the Hamlet
Sewage Disposal Facility and the area surrounding the Solid Waste Disposal Facility. DIAND
further recommended that the Hamlet segregate hazardous materials such as waste oils and lead-acid
batteries from municipal solid waste in a secure, fenced location, and that these materials be disposed
of off-site in an approved facility. Environment Canada and DIAND recommended the appropriate
management of waste oil at the solid waste site, so as to prevent the deposition of hydrocarbons into
water in contravention of the Fisheries Act. Finally, DIAND recommended that the Hamlet cease the
burning of waste oil at the landfill site, as this practice is unacceptable. The Board concurs with
these recommendations, which are reflected in the terms and conditions of this water license.

PART A: SCOPE AND DEFINITIONS

1. Scope

a. This Licence allows for the use of water and the disposal of waste for municipal
undertakings at the Hamlet of Repulse Bay, Nunavut (63°21' N; 90° 42'W);

b. This Licence is issued subject to the conditions contained herein with respect to the
taking of water and the depositing of waste of any type in any waters or in any place
under any conditions where such waste or any other waste that results from the
deposits of such waste may enter any waters. Whenever new Regulations are made
or existing Regulations are amended by the Governor in Council under the Nunavut
Waters and Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal Act, or other statutes imposing more
stringent conditions relating to the quantity or type of waste that may be so deposited
or under which any such waste may be so deposited, this Licence shall be deemed,
upon promulgation of such Regulations, to be subject to such requirements; and;

C. Compliance with the terms and conditions of this Licence does not absolve the
Licensee from responsibility for compliance with the requirements of all applicable
Federal, Territorial and Municipal legislation.

2. Definitions

In this Licence: NWB3REP0409 — Type “B”

“Act” means the Nunavut Waters and Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal Act;

“Amendment” means a change to original terms and conditions of this licence requiring

correction, addition or deletion of specific terms and conditions of the licence; modifications

inconsistent with the terms of the set terms and conditions of the Licence;

“Analyst” means an Analyst designated by the Minister under Section 85 (1) of the Act;

‘““Appurtenant undertaking’’ means an undertaking in relation to which a use of waters or
a deposit of waste is permitted by a licence issued by the Board;

“Average Concentration” means the arithmetic mean of the last four consecutive analytical
results for contained in composite or grab samples collected from the Waste Disposal
Facility’s final discharge point;

Average Concentration For Faecal Coliforms” means the geometric mean of'the last four
consecutive analytical results for faecal coliforms contained in composite or grab samples
collected from the Waste Disposal Facility’s final discharge point;

“Board” means the Nunavut Water Board established under the Nunavut Land Claims
Agreement,

“Chief Administrative Officer” means the Executive Director of the Nunavut Water Board;

*“Commercial Waste Water” means water and associated waste generated by the operation
of a commercial enterprise, but does not include toilet wastes or greywater;

“Composite Sample” means a water or wastewater sample made up of four (4) samples
taken at regular periods over a 24 hour period;

“Effluent” means treated or untreated liquid waste material that is discharged into the
environment from a structure such as a settling pond or a treatment plant;

“Final Discharge Point” means an identifiable discharge point of a Waste Disposal Facility
beyond which the Licensee no longer exercises care and control over the quality of the
Effluent;

“Freeboard” means the vertical distance between water line and crest on a dam or dyke's
upstream slope;

“Grab_Sample” means a single water or wastewater sample taken at a time and place
representative of the total discharge;

“Greywater” means all liquid wastes from showers, baths, sinks, kitchens and domestic
washing facilities, but does not include toilet wastes;

“Inspector” means an Inspector designated by the Minister under Section 85 (1) of the Act;
“Licensee” means the holder of this Licence;

“Modification” means an alteration to a physical work that introduces new structure or
eliminates an existing structure and does not alter the purpose or function of the work, but

does not include an expansion, and changes to the operating system that are consistent with
the terms of this Licence and do not require amendment;







“Monitoring Program™ means a monitoring program established to collect data on surface
water and groundwater quality to assess impacts to the freshwater aquatic environment of an
appurtenant undertaking;

“Nunavut Land Claims Agreement” (NLCA) means the “Agreement Between the Inuit of
the Nunavut Settlement Area and Her Majesty the Queen in right of Canada”, including its
preamble and schedules, and any amendments to that agreement made pursuant to it;

“Sewage” means all toilet wastes and greywater;
“Sewage Disposal Facilities” comprises the area and engineered lagoon and decant

structures designed to contain and treat sewage as described in the Application for Water
Licence filed by the Applicant on December 5", 2003;

“Solid Waste Disposal Facilities” comprises the area and associated structures designed to
contain solid waste as described in the Application for Water Licence filed by the Applicant
on December 5", 2003;

“Toilet Wastes™ means all human excreta and associated products, but does not include
greywater,

“Waste” means, as defined in S.4 of the Acz, any substance that, by itself or in combination
with other substances found in water, would have the effect of altering the quality of any
water to which the substance is added to an extent that is detrimental to its use by people or
by any animal, fish or plant, or any water that would have that effect because of the quantity
or concentration of the substances contained 1n it or because it has been treated or changed,
by heat or other means;

“Waste Disposal Facilities” means all facilities designated for the disposal of waste, and
includes the Sewage Disposal Facilities and Solid Waste Disposal Facilities, as described in
the Application for Water Licence filed by the Applicant on December 5" 2003; and

“Water Supply Facilities” comprises the area and associated intake infrastructure at the
Nuviq Luktujuq Lake Water Supply, as described in the Application for Water Licence filed
by the Applicant on December 5", 2003.

PART B: GENERAL CONDITIONS

i, The Licensee shall file an Annual Report with the Board not later than March 31* of the year
following the calendar year reported which shall contain the following information:

1. tabular summaries of all data generated under the “Monitoring Program™;
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1. the monthly and annual quantities in cubic metres of fresh water obtained from all
sources;

1. the monthly and annual quantities in cubic metres of each and all waste discharged;

iv. a summary of modifications and/or major maintenance work carried out on the Water
Supply and Waste Disposal Facilities, including all associated structures and
facilities;

V. a list of unauthorized discharges and summary of follow-up action taken;

V1. a summary of any abandonment and restoration work completed during the year and

an outline of any work anticipated for the next year;

vili.  a summary of any studies, reports and plans (e.g., Operation and Maintenance,
Abandonment and Restoration, QA/QC) requested by the Board that relate to waste
disposal, water use or reclamation, and a brief description of any future studies
planned;

viil.  any other details on water use or waste disposal requested by the Board by November
1st of the year being reported; and

The Licensee shall comply with the “Monitoring Program” described in this Licence, and any
amendments to the “Monitoring Program™ as may be made from time to time, pursuant to the
conditions of this Licence.

The “Monitoring Program’ and compliance dates specified in the Licence may be modified
at the discretion of the Board.

Meters, devices or other such methods used for measuring the volumes of water used and
waste discharged shall be installed, operated and maintained by the Licensee to the
satisfaction of an Inspector.

The Licensee shall, within ninety (90) days after the first visit of the Inspector, post the
necessary signs, where possible, to identify the stations of the “Monitoring Program.” All
signage postings shall be in the Official Languages of Nunavut, and shall be located and
maintained to the satisfaction of an Inspector.

The Licensee shall immediately report to the 24-Hour Spill Report Line (867-920-8130) any
spills of Waste, which are reported to or observed by the Licensee, within the municipal
boundaries or in the areas of the Water Supply or Waste Disposal Facilities.

9. The Licensee shall submit one paper copy and one electronic copy of all reports, studies, and
plans to the Board. Reports or studies submitted to the Board by the Licensee shall include a
detailed executive summary in Inuktitut.

PART C: CONDITIONS APPLYING TO WATER USE

1. The Licensee shall obtain all fresh water from the Nuviq Luktujuq Lake Water Supply using
the Water Supply Facilities or as otherwise approved by the Board.

2 The annual quantity of water used for all purposes shall not exceed 24,000 cubic metres.

The Licensee shall maintain the Water Supply Facilities to the satisfaction of the Inspector.

The water intake hose used on the water pumps shall be equipped with a screen with a mesh

size sufficient to ensure no entrainment of fish.

PART D: CONDITIONS APPLYING TO WASTE DISPOSAL

The Licensee shall direct all Sewage to the Sewage Disposal Facilities or as otherwise
approved by the Board.

The Licensee shall advise an Inspector at least ten (10) days prior to initiating any decant of
the sewage lagoon.

The Sewage Disposal Facility shall be maintained and operated, to the satisfaction of an
Inspector in such a manner as to prevent structural failure.

The Licensee shall dispose of and contain all solid wastes at the Solid Waste Disposal
Facilities or as otherwise approved by the Board.

The Licensee shall implement measures to ensure hazardous materials and/or leachate from
the Solid Waste Disposal Facility does not enter water, which shall include the cessation of
any open burning of waste oil at the landfill site.

The Licensee shall submit to the Board for review within six (6) months of the issuance of
this license a report identifying each Final Discharge Point. The report shall at least include:

a. Plans, specifications and a general description of each Final Discharge Point together
with its specific geo-referenced location;

b. A description of how each Final Discharge Point is designed and maintained.

If, during the term of this Licence, additional Final Discharge Points are identified, the
Licensee shall submit the information as required by Part D, Item 8 for each new Final
Discharge Point within 30 days after the discharge point is identified and at least 60 days
prior to depositing Effluent from the new Final Discharge Point and/or proposed changes are
made to a Final Discharge Point.

The Licensee shall implement measures to control the deposition of waste from the Solid
Waste Disposal Facility into the Sewage Disposal Facility.

PART E: CONDITIONS APPLYING TO MODIFICATION AND CONSTRUCTION

The Licensee shall submit to the Board for approval design drawings stamped by a qualified
engineer registered in Nunavut prior to the construction of any dams, dykes or structures
intended to contain, withhold, divert or retain water or wastes.

The Licensee may, without written approval from the Board, carry out modifications to the
Water Supply and Waste Disposal Facilities provided that such modifications are consistent
with the terms of this Licence and the following requirements are met:

L the Licensee has notified the Board in writing of such proposed modifications at least
sixty (60) days prior to beginning the modifications;

1. said modifications do not place the Licensee in contravention of the Licence or the
Act;
1ii. the Board has not, during the sixty (60) days following notification of the proposed

modifications, informed the Licensee that review of the proposal will require more
than sixty (60) days; and

v. the Board has not rejected the proposed modifications.
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Modifications for which all of the conditions referred to in Part E, Item 1, have not been met
may be carried out only with written approval from the Board.

The Licensee shall provide as built plans/drawings of the modifications referred to in this
Licence within ninety (90) days of completion of the modifications.

PART F: CONDITIONS APPLYING TO OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

The Licensee shall, within 6 months of the issuance of this license, submit to the Board for
approval, a Plan for the Operation and Maintenance of the Sewage and Solid Waste Disposal
Facilities in accordance with “Guidelines for Preparing an Operation and Maintenance

Bay by the Nunavut Water Board (Motion #: 2007-11-5) pursuant to its authority under Article 13 of
the Agreement between the Inuit of the Nunavut Settlement Area and Her Majesty the Chieen in Right of
Canada. The terms and conditions of the attached Licence related to water use and waste disposal are
an integral part of this approval.

If the Licensee contemplates the renewal of this Licence, it is the responsibility of the Licensee
to apply to the NWB for its renewal. The past performance of the Licensee, new documentation
and information, and issues raised during a public hearing, if the NWB is required to hold one,
will be used to determine the terms and conditions of the Licence renewal. Note that if the
Licence expires before the NWB issues a new one, then water use and waste disposal must cease,
or the Licensee will be in contravention of the Nunavut Land Claims Agreement. However, the
expiry or cancellation of a licence does not relieve the holder from any obligations imposed by
the licence. The NWB recommends that an application for the renewal of this Licence be filed at
feast three months prior to the Licence expiry date.

If the Licensee contemplates or requires an amendment to this licence, the NWB may decide, in
the public interest, to hold a public hearing. The Licensee should submit applications for
amendment as soon as possible to give the NWB sufficient time to go through the amendment
process. The process and timing may vary depending on the scope of the Amendment. However,







a minimum of 30 days is required from time of acceptance by the NWB. It is the responsibility
of the Licensee to ensure that all application materials have been received and acknowledged by
the Manager of Licensing.

After reviewing the submission of the Applicant and written representations made by interested
persons, the NWB, having given due regard to the facts and circumstances, the merits of the
submissions made to it and to the purpose, scope and intent of the NLCA and of the NWNSRTA,
decided to waive the requirement to hoid a public hearing and determined that:

Amendment 1 to Licence Number 3BM-REP0409 be issued subject to the terms and
conditions contained therein. (Motion #: 2007-11-5). All remaining terms and conditions of
the Licence remain in force.

L PROCEDURAL HISTORY

On June 23", 2005, an application to amend the Hamlet of Repulse Bay’s current water licence
was filed with the NWB, for the purpose of construction and operation of a Landfarm facility.
This facility is to be utilized by the Hamlet of Repulse Bay and is designed to biologically treat
petroleum hydrocarbon-impacted soils in an area adjacent to the Solid Waste Disposal Facilities
currently utilized by the Hamlet.

It came to the attention of the NWB that the landfarm was constructed without a water license.

On May 28, 2007, pursuant to sections 86 and 87 of the NWNSRTA, the NWB advised the
Department of Indian and Northern Affairs Canada (INAC) of the unauthorized actions of the
Hamlet.! At that time, the Board was requested guidance from INAC on (a) issuing of a license
of the existing facilities for past activities, and/or (b} issuing a license to these facilities for
purposes of monitoring the future operations.

On July 20, 2007, INAC responded:

The NWB delay in processing an application does not authorize the applicant to
use water or dispose of waste in contravention of the Nunavut Waters and
Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal Act (NWNSRTA). An applicant must diligently
pursue its application for a licence, and must not engage in activities prohibited by
sections 11 and 12 of the NWNSRTA until it has an approved water ficence.’

INAC further advised the Board that INAC Water Resource Officers will be inspecting all
Nunavut communities in the coming months for compliance with the NWNSRTA to determine
whether further compliance and enforcement action is warranted.

Further INAC stated:

While INAC does not condone violations of the NWNSRTA, it is clear that the
possibility of past violations must not forestall the NWB from reviewing a
pending application. We encourage the NWB to continue its review of these
applications. Further, we would be willing to recommend to the applicants that
they submit information on the current status of the activities or infrastructure
referenced in their original amendment applications.”

The Board continued with its review of the Application and issued a Type B Water Licence
Amendment effective September 27, 2007. to allow for the operation of a Landfarm Facility in
the Hamlet of Whale Cove.

The Board does not condone the Applicant’s failure to comply with NWNSRTA and notes that
the Licence amendment does not operate retroactively.

I1 INTERVENOR COMMENTS

Recommendations relevant to waste disposal operations in the Hamlet were provided by
Environment Canada.

The Board concurs with those recommendations which fall within the mandate of the NWB, as

outlined in the Nunavur Land Claim Agreement and the Nunavut Waters and Nunavit Surface

I am writing today to follow-up on Indian and Northern Affairs’ (INAC) commitment to provide
the Government of Nunavut and specifically the Department of Community and Government
Services (C.G.S) an opportunity to address the outstanding issues of Non-Compliance identified
to your offices over the last three years.

In November of 2009 in a meeting with representatives of INAC and Environment Canada (EC),
C.G.S committed to providing a priority action plan to both INAC and EC. This action plan was
to include a chronological list of priorities and attached timelines which the Government of
Nunavut would action so to come into compliance with the Nunavut Water and Nunavut Surface
Rights Tribunal Act. At that time C.G.S committed to providing the plan to INAC and EC by
January 30", 2010.

Our most recent meeting of March 9™, 2010 was necessary partly to assist the Field Operations
Section of INAC build an awareness of the obstacles that C.G.S is facing in dealing with issues
identified in the 2007, 2008 and 2009 Inspections of Municipal facilities as well as to identify
factors contributing to the delay in supplying the plan.

Given that the information on recurring Non-compliance in each community has previously been
provided to your offices, it is not necessary here, to get into great detail. However, in broad
strokes a number of administrative trends have appeared that are common to most files,
including;

Failure to file Annual Report,

Failure to submit sample results,

Failure to develop and follow Operations Manuals,

Failure to submit and follow Spill Contingency Plans,

Failure to submit Compliance Plans,

Failure to submit Quality Control and Assurance Plans, and

Failure to submit Abandonment and Restoration Plans (as and when required).

Additionally, a number of Operational issues have been identified as being common to
communities, such as;

Failure to maintain signage,

Failure to segregate municipal waste,

Failure to manage ground water within solid waste areas, and
Failure to maintain infrastructure (to prevent failures).

Finally, a number of communities remain unlicensed while others have infrastructure issues that
have either caused failures, or are at risk of failing. These communities have been identified to
your offices in Inspection Reports previously and it is expected that these issues will be addressed
in the required Action Plan and list of priorities.

The plan, once provided, will be an invaluable tool to the Inspector’s this field season when
measuring their enforcement response options to violations of the Act found during the Inspection
process. Knowing that an issue is being addressed can reduce the risk and thus the response
option necessary to address it.

Given the above, INAC’s Field Operations Section requests that the committed to Action Plan
and list of priorities be provided to our offices no later than May 21%, 2010 so that it may be
incorporated into the inspection planning and risk assessment process for this year’s inspection
season.

Thank you very much for your continued assistance and cooperation. | look forward to working
with you and your staff over the up-coming field season to address these deficiencies and to
working toward achieving and maintaining compliance with the Legislation.

= Solid waste including barrels and other debris still litter the area

= Samples were collected from the outfall to the foreshore

Waste: Solid Waste Management Area

= Burn and bury area remains unburned for 4 years ( In-line with Airport Runway)

= Waste within the Solid Waste Management area is segregated into Municipal waste, wood
and other burnable debris and a bulk metals area

= Signage including warnings at the facility were noted

=  The municipal burn and bury area for municipal waste was recently fenced.

= The hazardous storage for batteries is at capacity. Batteries should be crated to protect them
prior to transport out of the community and so that the public has a place to deposit them

Non-Compliance:

The Municipality of Repulse Bay remains unlicensed. Obvious efforts have been undertaken to
comply with issues identified in previous inspections have been noted by the Inspector.

As the Government of Nunavut operates the intake and treatment facilities, and employs staff to
provide water treatment services to the Municipality of Repulse Bay, the Government of Nunavut,
Department of Community and Government Services should apply for a Water License for this
activity. This would be consistent with previous licensing precedents in communities such as
Rankin Inlet and Resolute Bay.

The following deficiencies remain outstanding;

= Failure to submit an application for renewal

= Failure to address the accumulation of Municipal and other wastes

= Failure to consistently implement the required monitoring/ sampling programs within the
community

= Failure to submit Operations and Maintenance Manuals and Plans

= Failure to notify the Nunavut Water Board of Modifications to the License (ie: The
Government of Nunavut now providing Potable Water Treatment Services within the
community as of April 1% 2011)

The Municipality will be required to develop and submit for review a Compliance Plan that will
outline what steps the Municipality commits to undertaking to ensure that these deficiencies are
being addressed prior to the period of the next Inspection. The Compliance Plan will include firm
dates and milestones to reflect the Licensee’s progress. The Compliance Plan shall be submitted
as an addendum to the 2011 Annual Report due on March 31st 2012.

I am writing on behalf of Aboriginal Affairs and Northern Development Canada (AANDC)
to address the longstanding issue of non-compliance of water licences in Nunavut’s
municipalities.

As you may be aware, the department has met several times over the last year with
representatives from the Government of Nunavut (GN), Department of Community and
Government Services (CGS), and most recently with the Nunavut Association of
Municipal Administrators, to address non-compliance subjects identified in AANDC'’s
annual water licence inspection reports.

Please note that on January 30, 2012, AANDC wrote to CGS requesting individual
compliance action plans for each municipality based on environmental, public health and
safety risks. These plans are to include a timetable with firm implementation dates and
detail corrective measures that will be undertaken for each municipality to address the
identified non-compliance issues.

In order to assist CGS in its work, a summary of our department’s water license
inspection reports for each of the municipalities in Nunavut from 2007 through 2011 was
developed. For your benefit, please find enclosed the full report for your municipality.

Our staff look forward to working with CGS representatives as well as you and your staff
to address these deficiencies to achieve and maintain compliance with the legislation.
