                 Waste segregation and better hazardous wastes management are the main concerns. 
                 Capital dollars are not yet available for the new waste management project.
                 However, it is anticipated to conduct a Dye test to detect the possible leakage of the 

                 Sewage Lagoon in summer.
                 Pond inlet is considered as one of the nine communities in Nunavut where new water 

                 plant will be built on priority. A consultant is right now working on the 

                 Standardization of the water plant project. The condition of Pond inlet Water Truck 

                 filling station is at critical stage. Therefore, this project has been advanced to phase II 

                 planning study with feasibility studies etc. in order to start design and construction 
                 earlier.
