Historically Sanikiluaq has been treated their wastewater in the natural lagoon and this facility has a capacity issue.   During the summer season, this lagoon overflows to the wetland and the effluent is being further treated in the wetland prior to reaching the receiving body about 3km away.
Leachate is uncontrolled.
