Licence 3BC-FOH0919 does allow for the Department of National Defence (DND) to discharge effluent from the Bermed
Fuel Storage Facility, associated with the FOX-M Long Range Radar Station and Logistics Support Site Project, at final
discharge point FOH-3 and in accordance with discharge criteria under Part D, Item 10 of the Licence.
 
Given that the substance involved in the spill as stated in the email below is fuel, the Nunavut Water Board (NWB)
considers it acceptable for the Licensee to treat the effluent onsite to meet discharge criteria under Part D, Item 10 in Licence
3BC-FOH0919 prior to discharge.  However, it is advisable that the discharge point for the treated effluent be the same as
that for the Bermed Fuel Storage Facility.  Further, Part D, Item 12 of the Licence must be adhered to prior to discharging
any treated effluent associated with the spill.  Information confirming relevant sampling results should be kept on file for
submission together with the next annual report for the project or upon request by the Inspector or NWB.

There was a fuel spill at the North Warning System radar site FOX-M (Hall Beach, Nunavut) on 21 Jun 2013.  The spill was
reported as required by the site’s water license 3BC-FOH-0919.  The spill site and ongoing cleanup/remediation were observed by
Andrew Keim, AANDC, as part of his regular site inspection on Saturday, 27 Jul2013.
 
As part of the spill clean-up and remediation, water contaminated with fuel is being collected.  The contaminated water is
groundwater from interceptor trenches and water skimmed from the surface of a pond.  Biogenie is on-site and can set up a Water
Treatment System (WTS) to treat the contaminated water. 
 
Will the Nunavut Water Board allow the on-site treatment of the contaminated water?  The treated water would be stored,
sampled, and pass the criteria set in water license 3BC-FOH-0919, Part D, Item 10 (effluent quality limits for bermed fuel storage
facility) before it would be discharged.  Biogenie has extensive arctic remediation experience which includes operating a WTS and
meeting water license criteria.
