Diana River Access Trail Project - Hamlet of Rankin Inlet
Transport Canada (TC) has reviewed the referenced proposal for the construction of a 30 km ATV trail from the Hamlet of Rankin Inlet to the Diana River Access Point.  As the proposed route of the 30 km ATV trial involves 14 water crossings, the Navigable Waters Protection Program (NWPP) should be notified to assess the navigability of such crossings.  In the event that any of the 14 crossings are determined to be navigable, the Hamlet of Rankin Inlet would be required to submit an application for any works for review and approval by NWPP prior to commencement of construction as defined by the Navigable Waters Protection Act (NWPA).
This legislation serves to protect the public right of navigation by requiring an application to the NWPA to initiate an assessment of plans and site for any works to be built or placed in, on, over, under, through or across a navigable waterway.  NWPP will subsequently determine if a regulatory Approval is required under NWPA.  The NWPP operational definitions and application for approval can be reviewed on the NWPP Internet site:
