Project Description: The project will produce geological maps of a remote part of the Kitikmeot region, as
part of the Geo-mapping for Energy and Minerals program- designed to upgrade the geoscience
knowledge base across Canada’s North to modern standards. Last mapped in the early 1980s the
region lacks modern geoscience information that can be used by communities, industry and
government to make land-use decisions. In addition to better baseline information, the work will
provide an indication of the mineral potential of the region. A team of 4 geologists will travel by
fixed-wing aircraft to 2 campsites, then travel on foot to perform mapping traverses and collect
small rock samples. All tents and waste will be removed to complete the project. Laboratory
research will be performed on samples and all results will be published as maps, reports and
databases, freely available through the Natural Resources Canada website.
